PASS/MEMBERSHIP DESCRIPTIONS 
A pass or membership allows the use of the pool,   
gymnasium, weight/fitness equipment,             
walking/running track and locker rooms during 
“open use” times.

“open use” times.  Passes are sold by the year, 
month and day.

3. Complete the application 
4. Bring Documentation                                          

Documentation will be required to verify your rate           
category, Proof of City of Flat Rock residency, full-time 
student status, and other legal dependent status will be 
required.  Documents considered: 
• Driver’s license (required) 

• City tax return or bill 

• Current paycheck stub 

• Current utility bill 

• Car registration 

• Voter registration card 

• Rental contract or ownership papers 

• College identification card with proof of full-time status  

• IRS tax forms 
• School registration or report card (school resident rate) 
• Proof of other legal dependent status
